Oregon adopted this growth model as part of the process of obtaining
a waiver from some of the requirements of the No Child Left Behind
Act (NCLB). This growth model provides a more complete picture of
student performance and will help provide a better evaluation of school
effectiveness.

The growth model examines a student’s current performance as compared to that of his/her academic peers with
a similar test score history, and expresses it as a percentile (i.e., a ranking from 1 to 99 where 99 is the highest).
For example, a growth percentile of 50 in English language arts would indicate that a student had typical or
average growth compared to all other students in the state with similar prior test scores. A growth percentile of 80
would indicate that a student’s growth was as high or higher than 80 percent of his/her academic peers.

The school accountability system uses the median growth percentile for both English language arts and
mathematics to represent the “typical” growth at the school. For example, a median growth percentile of 65 in
mathematics would indicate that the typical student in this school exhibited growth in mathematics as high or
higher than 65 percent of his/her academic peers. As shown below, this median growth percentile is the basis for
the Academic Growth ratings for English language arts and mathematics.
